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ortland Trails multi-use trail system incorporates a variety of
surfaces from wood chips to gravel and hard-packed earth, to
the macadam and concrete found downtown. Boaters in person-
powered watercraft (i.e., canoes and kayaks) have extended this
diverse network of trail surfaces into the waters of the Presumpscot
River. The Town of Falmouths Walton Park provides access to one
such extension. With the availability of a pier, gangway and oat,
beginners to experienced boaters nd this put-in highly accessible.

At high tide, youll nd them paddling two hundred and fty yards upstream to
Presumpscot Falls, or heading downstream to the river estuary and ocean. From
there, the adventurous go to Brickyard Point, beach their craft at the remains

of the nineteenth century dock (where signage is forthcoming) and explore.
Thanks to the dismantling of the Smelt Hill Dam and the Presumpscot River
clean-up efforts, this now healthy waterway invites person-powered boaters to
spend anywhere from a few hours to an entire afternoon exploring its inlets,
watching waterfowl and riding its gentle current.

To get to Walton Park, take the Allen Avenue Extension into Falmouth and
park in the lot on the west side, opposite the entrance. Theres plenty of signage
and the grade from the trail to dock side is an easy walk.

To explore the Presumpscot River Falls from another direction, try Portland
Trails new Riverton put-in, located at the intersection of route 302 and Riverside
Street. Park in the lot behind Waste Management. To get to the river, follow the
unpaved pathway through the eld some nd a wheeled carrier helpful to
transport their canoes or kayaks. At the end of the path, youll need to portage
down a ight of sturdy stairs that lead directly into the river. Water level varies,
depending on the time of year, and without a oat to launch from, this access

N AN UNSEASONABLY
O warm November day |
shouldered my daypack

and dashed out the door at 8:30 AM.
| passed by my car and ducked into
Baxter Woods behind the house, head-
ed for Forest Avenue. My goal: To sam-
ple a variety of Portland Trails using
only public transportation.

The idea had been percolating ever
since | spread out the Portland Trails
Map & Guide along with the METRO
and South Portland Bus route maps and
discovered that nearly every listed trail
could be reached by bus.

Just prior to my adventure | visited
Denise Beck, METRO Marketing
Director, to get some last minute
advice. Beck helped me plan my day,
identifying the bus numbers, stops
and time schedules needed to link the
places | hoped to explore.

METRO operates on a convenient
schedule and connects to places
throughout Greater Portland, said
Beck. Its easily used for getting to
work, school, shopping or recreation.
Inexpensive and ef cient, and good for
the environment, the bus is an easy

way to get to places you can walk, hike
or bike, Beck said. So with a little
advance planning you really dont need
your car.

Out on Forest Avenue | waited at
the yellow METRO sign indicating
Route No. 2. Soon enough the bus
arrived and | boarded, got my ticket
punched by the driver
and seated myself among
the other riders. At the
Transportation Center in
downtown Portland | had
time to enjoy coffee and
the newspaper before
boarding the No. 7 bus
to Falmouth.

| stepped off at the
Gilsland Farm Sanctuary
on Route 1 and sauntered
into the preserve. The
smell of salt air and
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ansportation

the mud of exposed tidal ats were
refreshing as | walked through eld
and forest over the West, Pond and
North Meadow Trails. My Falmouth
wandering complete, | jumped back
on the bus, requested a transfer and
headed back to town.

The No. 5 bus took me to Outer
Congress Street and the Stroudwater
Trail, where | meandered along the
placid Stroudwater River for a mile.
Near the Maine Turnpike | turned
around and retraced my steps.

At the nearby Fore River Sanctuary
| followed the old Cumberland and
Oxford Canal through the salt marshes.
Crooked bridges led through hemlocks
and oaks to picturesque Jewell Falls
tumbling down the hillside.

A walk down Capisic Street led to
Capisic Pond Park, where the trail cut
through elds of grass and sumac while

deciduous tamaracks displayed their
brilliant gold needles above the cattail-
bordered pond.

At Brighton Avenue | hopped on the
No. 4 bus into the heart of the city
once again. The shadows grew long
as | walked through the Old Port to
connect with the nal trail segments.

From India Street | followed the
Eastern Promenade Trail next to the
tracks of the Maine Narrow Gauge
Railroad, the late afternoon sun casting
a warm orange glow. On Casco Bay
the ferry chugged in from Peaks Island.
Gulls squawked at East End Beach and
renegade artists crouched with cans of
spray paint beneath a colorful wall.

The sun disappeared as | crossed
under Tukeys Bridge and rounded
the corner onto the Back Cove Trail.
Joggers, bicyclists and walkers shared
the evening chill with me as | wound
between 1-295 and the cove. At 5:00
PM | hustled past Hannaford and
barely caught the No. 2 bus for home.
And as | turned the key to go inside |
glanced at my idle car, and smiled.

Over the course of the day | had
taken six METRO bus rides, hiked 12
miles of Portland Trails and 3 on-street
miles. | was pretty tired, but happily
so, having visited some of the most
scenic and special natural places in the

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WHAT S GOING ON
WITH SCHOOLGROUND
GREENING AND
PORTLAND TRAILS?

OME PORTLAND TRAILS MEMBERS MAY have come across Richard

Louvs book Last Child in the Woods, which describes the host of dire

issues resulting from childrens lack of time in  and interaction with

natural settings. PT began to address this issue three years ago with

a schoolground greening conference and several small projects. Schoolground

greening has continued to expand its reach this year: i am now working for PT

as a consultant solely on these efforts to address the sterile play/learning areas

in greater Portlands schoolground-parks, bringing in trees, gardens and natural

materials to improve these heavily-used landscapes. Trails Manager Jaime Parker

has been a key partner with me, collaborating with volunteers, teachers, and

students, and coordinating with municipal entities on the actual construction of
numerous projects.

PT has received over $60,000 in grant funding to support greening this school
year, and 36 requests were received this fall from over 70 teachers (singly or in
teams) hoping to do projects ranging from raised bed and butter y gardens to
schoolground trails, outdoor classrooms, natural play areas and garden clubs in 20
elementary, middle and high schools in South Portland, Portland, Cape Elizabeth,
Gorham and Westbrook. At the new East End Community School, a broad
planning process is underway involving teachers, students, parents and community
members to implement a major pilot greening project including many features
for nature play, discovery and learning. Reiche Elementarys staff and PTO are
working together with PT to plan green improvements for their grounds, and
Pond Cove Elementary in Cape Elizabeth is also working (with PT and Cape
Elizabeth Land Trust) on a plan to create a large natural area.

The Schoolground Greening Coalition meets monthly to discuss issues related
to greening and support the work going on. A greening newsletter is due out
this winter, and a second schoolground greening conference is planned for
October 2007. Design for a section of PT s website displaying greening projects
and informational links is in process. If you are interested in being involved in a
schoolground-park in your community, or would like more information, please
contact me at laura@trails.org.

Why is Portland Trails involved in Schoolground Greening?
Schoolground-parks are the public open spaces most heavily used by children,
and are powerful places for them to develop as active citizens. Working on a
schoolground project teaches children about community and collaboration, not
just appreciation of and wonder at the natural world. We expect some of these
children to be future members (and board members) of Portland Trails!

How do schoolground-parks relate to trails and walkability issues?
Developing schoolground-parks into more natural, welcoming park-like spaces
increases their appeal not just to students, parents and teachers, but to community
members and children who use the spaces before and after school hours, and all
summer long. Better community open spaces draw more neighbors to walk to them.
Schoolground-parks, like other public open spaces, need to be linked by sidewalks
and trails.The Schoolground Greening Coalition has some funding to advocate for
improved walkability for schoolgrounds, for students and community alike.



PORTLAND TRAILS:
The Power to Inspire

Portland Trails is many things to many
people. A source of information for the
urban walker. A voice of advocacy for
trails and green spaces in a small city.

A community of civic-minded individuals
working towards a common cause.

But can Portland Trails inspire its
membership to achieve lofty personal
goals? For an answer, one need look
no further than Portland Trails own
Executive Director, Nan Cumming.
When Nan lived in New York City in
the 1980s, she developed an interest
in the New York City marathon.
But not as a runner. | always
thought of those people [marathon
runners] as a different breed, she
says. But between moving back to
Maine and becoming involved with
Portland Trails, Nans thinking about
marathons began to change.

The people connection, it turns
out, was central in transforming Nans
personal relationship with the sport
of running. She had always been
a committed walker and hiker, but
being involved in Portland Trails
introduced me to a lot of people who
are truly athletic.

In 2000, Nan took her rst tentative
steps as a runner. Starting with a modest 5 kilometer run, Nan
began graduating to 5 milers, 10Ks and then 10 mile road
races. Its not that Im not a competitive person, | just used
the races as personal goals.

Personal goals  at some point, those became more
ambitious than a 10-mile road race. By the fall of 2004, Nan
had completed the Maine Half Marathon and her rst full
marathon. And then, on a chilly November morning in 2006,
individual goals and personal history came full circle, when
she found herself at the starting line of the New York City
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Marathon as a runner. Did she then consider herself one of
those elite athletes that she once thought of as a different
breed? No way, Nan laughs. Amateur runners are just like
you and me. If you have the motivation, you can do it.

How much of that motivation comes from internal
determination, and how much of it is the product of outside
inspiration? Whatever the motivational mix, one thing
remains reasonably certain: for Nan Cumming, Portland
Trails helped her achieve her personal goal of completing the
New York City Marathon.

Nan makes her way through Brlooklyn.

So does that mean the same thing for you and me?
Does merely being associated with this organization inspire
us to tackle ambitious physical goals? Well, consider this.
Nan Cummings personal relationship with the NYC
marathon changed when she began to include herself
in whatever group of people she once considered to be a
different breed.

We say that if youre reading this newsletter; if you walk
when you dont have to; if you seek out green spaces and trails
less traveled  then you, too, are part of that breed. [ ]

His presentation,
A Walk on the International Appalachian Trail: Katahdin to St. Anthony,
Newfoundland, was so entertaining, informative, and inspirational that
we may soon again increase the mile gure in the mission statement.

Elizabeth Ehrenfeld, former President and longtime member of
the Board of Trustees, received the Kay Wagenknecht-Harte Award,
which honors outstanding volunteer service to the community.
Elizabeth, the eighth recipient of the award, has been a consistently
active supporter of PT in every way imaginable. A bench in her honor
will be installed on a trail of her choosing so that we can all relax as a
result of Elizabeths years of hard work.

STEPHEN AYLWARD BRINGS a unique
background to his role as a member of
the PTs Trails Committee. A graduate
of UMaine-Orono, Steve began his
career as an Army Field Artillery of -
cer and foreign area specialist in Asian
political-military affairs and combined
operations.

The anticipated route would
extend north of Morrills Corner along
the extant Interurban right-of-way,
onto the Riverside Industrial Parkway to
Forest Avenue, then to Riverton Trolley
Park, connecting with the Presumpscot
River trail. Another proposed Riverton
trail would connect the Interurban
path to Evergreen Cemetery and
Nasons Corner via Newton
Street, Riverton School/Community
Center and Warren Avenue, thus imple-
menting and extending part of the
Portland Trails Vision Map.
